Plane Crash at Burkes Flat WWI era 

While talking with Cheryl Saint recently she mentioned some old family photos and promised 

to hunt them out for me. 

An AFC (Australian Flying Corp) bi- plane came down inelegantly on her nose at the SaintΩs 

property, and the 4 airmen were housed and fed by GastonΩs Great Grandmother for a week 

until parts could be delivered. 

The aircraft have different tail sections, and are Marked A1610 (nose down) and A197.

Cheryl also lent me a photo of Grandma SaintΩs 1923 Rolls Royce Landaulet, this was bought 2nd 

hand in Paris in 1925 and shipped to Sydney, it was then driven to Melbourne before making

First registered in Paris on 3/1/1923 rego 1000Z9 

Seen here parked in front of the Burkes Flat Billiard Hall, which was later purchased (after the 

Gold Rush) and moved to the SaintΩs property and is used as their Billiard Hall. 

 

 



August/September Car on the cover: 1938 Horch 853 Cabriolet 

One of the correct guesses was from Ron Kennedy, who sent me the following email: 
 
Good morning Amanda 
 
 

My guess is that the car is a Horch 1938 and that the white sports car is a c1960 Daimler Dart. 
 

Horch, DKW, Wanderer and Audi all merged to become Auto Union and adopted the 4 inter-
twined rings that we see today on Audi cars as their emblem, I saw the 4 rings on the grille and 
that prompted my memory. 
 

While in Prague in 2013 I saw an earlier model Horch being used as a sight-seeing car for 
tourists, was not set up for tourists on the day I took the photo, but as a wedding car.

PROTOTYP MUSEUM    -   Hamburg,  Germany 

  In 2017, Helen and I along with Russell and Beth Bell had the pleasure of finding this 

museum whilst on a short stopover in Hamburg in Germany. It is a privately funded museum 

initiated by two Hamburg businessmen, and it is dedicated to Ferdinand Porsche and the 

vehicles he designed and influenced.

Research on the internet shows that only three were ever built. Of these, one was destroyed in 

the war, the Porsche family used one and kept the other in storage. American soldiers found

was later restored by Ferry Porsche όCŜǊŘƛƴŀƴŘ tƻǊǎŎƘŜΩǎ ǎƻƴύ and eventually sold to Otto 

Mathe, an Austrian motorcycle racer, and the other is in a museum in Los Angeles. So this one 

must be a replica of a very nice looking car. It is obvious that it has its roots in Volkswagen 

(folks wagen or peoples car). The cars were designed to run in the Berlin ς Rome race 

scheduled for September 1939, but of course, this never eventuated. 

 

Next to this is an early Porsche 356A ς a shape we are very familiar with. 

  



Post WW2 car racing was very popular and early race cars were home designed and 

built, were one-offs, used many VW components and were classified as Formula 3 with 500cc 

engines. Michael Schumacher originally raced in one of these. 

  

 

Further into the museum we start to see some of the more unusual VW based vehicles. 

There is the US Armee Kafer, painted all in khaki and with no trim ς a very basic car. This would 

be inexpensive to make and easy to abandon. 

               

 

 

Ferdinand Porsche tendered for a contract to make an army jeep type vehicle for the 

German army, but he was unsuccessful and the contract was awarded to DKW. Remaining 

prototypes of the vehicle he tendered with were re-named Jadgwagen (hunting car) and sold as 

such. They were the first 4WD cars made by Porsche.  



Beside this is the VW Typ 166 Schwimmwagen which is an amphibious car. It is sealed 

underneath, the exhaust pipe is above the level of the seats, and the propeller is hinged on the 

back ready to be lowered into the water when required 

  

   

Nearby is a 4-door police convertible VW. Like the US army car, it is very basic, but it 

does have a blue light and siren. 

 

 

Outside the museum, we find that it does not take much room to park your Porsche, or 

your Smart car.
