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Some Hupmobile History — the Canadian Connection! I*I

When we got our 1911 Hupmobile Torpedo back in 2013, my main focus was on finishing off its restoration and
getting the car running and sorted for road use. This took longer than expected and it is only recently that my
thoughts turned to finding out some of the history of the car. The Hupmobile Model 20 was a reasonably
popular seller in Australia, so my assumption was that our car was delivered new to this country. | bumped into
the dealer who sold the car to us, on behalf of his friend Tim Clemmons, at the National Veteran Rally last year.
He was able to put me in touch with Tim who recently gave me the background to how and where he acquired
the car, and the information he gave was surprising to me!

In Tim’s words: “In the late 1990’s | was traveling in Canada on the road from Calgary to Edmonton in Alberta. |
stopped for lunch at a diner in a small town called Wetaskiwin. Opposite the diner was a hill covered in hundreds
of traction engines, it transpired that the owner was a dealer in caterpillar tractors and parts. He had been in
business a long time and he went to properties all over Western Canada delivering new products and trading in
or buying anything old, so apart from traction engines he had a number of cars and trucks etc.

I bought a couple of things from him, just before I left, | noticed your car lying in very distressed condition by a
shed, distressed but recognizable as a Hupmobile. | was delighted to buy it.”

From this information it didn’t take me long to work out that the
dealer mentioned was Stan Reynolds. Stan seems to have been a
larger-than-life character and somewhat of a legend in Western
Canada. There is quite a lot of information available about Stan on
the internet. Stan was born in Wetaskiwin in 1923. His father, Ted
Reynolds, was a pilot and collector. Ted also operated a local garage
where his son would work after school hours. In 1942, Stan Reynolds
joined the Royal Canadian Air Force (RCAF) and served in Great
Britain as a part of a night-fighter squadron. He became one of the
youngest pilots to fly Beaufighters and Mosquitos.

In 1945 Reynolds was discharged from the air force and returned to
Wetaskiwin. He started a business selling used cars and it became
one of the most successful automotive dealerships in Alberta.
Reynolds would repair and paint the cars himself and studied for his
welder's and auto mechanic's licenses. From 1946 to 1958 he was

As Reynolds' business grew so did his
enthusiasm for collecting. One of the slogans of
his business was 'Stan takes anything in trade'
and Reynolds certainly did. His first acquisition
was a 1911 Overland touring car that he
acquired in a trade and decided not to sell.

Reynolds started noticing that many of the

machines that helped build the province were An early addition to the collection at the ‘Auto Mile’. The

gradually disappearing. Feeling that Alberta sign reads: “Here sleepy salesman and satisfied customers
exit”!
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was losing a vital part of its heritage, Reynolds extended his collection to include tractors, steam engines and
airplanes. Reynolds also kept detailed files on every piece he collected. Stan would often fly around rural areas
in his plane directing ground crews in to retrieve old cars, trucks and machinery he had spotted from on high!

In 1955 the size of his collection grew to the point where he could open a private museum to the public. He had
collected 2,000 cars, 1,100 tractors, 500 trucks, 200 steam engines, 300 threshing machines, 800 stationary
engines and 125 aircraft as well as military artifacts, Native American artifacts and toys.

Knowing that his collection represented an i

important part of Alberta's social and '
technological history, Reynolds initiated
discussions with the Alberta government in
1974 about donating his collection to them
so that his collection could be preserved.

In 1981, Reynolds donated 851 machines to
the Alberta government. This donation
provided the foundation of the Reynolds-
Alberta Museum, which opened on
September 12, 1992 and is one of Alberta's
provincial historic sites. The donation that
Reynolds gave to the province of Alberta for
all the artifacts in the museum was the single
largest donation in Canadian history.

The museum was built on a 156-
acre site on the west side of the
Wetaskiwin airport. The
government also erected an
18,300 square feet (1,700 m?)
hangar, which became the
home of Canada's Aviation Hall
of Fame. The Reynolds-Alberta
Museum quickly became a
major tourist attraction. In their
first year they had 114,000
visitors. Reynolds continued to
make donations over the years
to the facility. In 1999, he made
his second large contribution by
donating 60 aircraft. It was the
largest donation of vintage
aircraft by any individual in
4 Canadian history. This donation
i (B8 . gave the Reynolds-Alberta
Museum the second largest collection of aircraft in Canada behind the National Aviation Museum. As of
February 2000, Reynolds had donated a total of $11.5 million worth of artifacts to the museum.
Stan passed away in 2012.

| couldn’t imagine that, with the thousands of items of historic machinery that he gathered, that the Hupmobile
held any great significance to Stan. He certainly seems to have been happy to sell it to an Australian he’d just
met easily enough! | also have no idea how long it was sitting there as part of the Reynolds collection.
Nonetheless, the connection to this well known figure, who did much to preserve Canada’s history, is there, and
| am very pleased to learn of this part of our cars story!

SEATBELT CAMERAS AND HISTORIC PLATES

What seatbelt detection cameras mean for your vehicle

Seatbelts are recommended for all vehicles where installation is possible. If a seatbelt is
available, it must be used.

Wearing a seatbelt doubles the chance of surviving a crash and reduces the risk of

injury. Each year, around 29 people are killed and 76 are seriously injured on NSW roads
because they were not wearing an available seatbelt.

Passengers who are in a vehicle that does not have seatbelts fitted should sit in the back
seat, where possible.

Seatbelt detection cameras detect vehicles where a seatbelt is not worn properly by both
drivers and passengers.

As with police detection, the driver can be fined and have demerits applied if they and/or
their passengers are not wearing their seatbelt properly.

The age of the vehicle and the requirement of the vehicle to have seatbelts fitted will be
considered by trained officers in determining whether to issue a fine.

It is important to make sure your vehicle is compliant and has the appropriate registration.
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A vehicle that does not have seatbelts installed must be compliant with the relevant
legislation and/or Australian Design Rules at the time of manufacture.

Registering a classic or historic vehicle does not mean that you are automatically exempt
from seatbelt compliance. Existing child car seat and seatbelt road rules continue to apply.
Seatbelt detection operates in a similar way to mobile phone detection. Cameras will capture
images of passing vehicles in all traffic and weather conditions. Artificial intelligence
software then automatically reviews images and detects potential offences.

The images showing likely offences go through several stages of human review before a fine
is issued. NSW Police will also continue to enforce seatbelt and restraint compliance.

If you receive a fine but believe you haven't committed an offence, you can request a review
by Revenue NSW. More information about requesting a review is available on the Revenue
NSW website.

New number plates available for classic vehicles

Thanks to industry feedback, collaboration, consultation and testing, a new number plate for classic
vehicles is now available.

The plate size and design better fits most classic vehicles and enhances authenticity by differentiating
classic vehicles from others on the road.

The new number plate replaces the Conditional number plate traditionally issued to vehicles in the
scheme.

It will be automatically issued to new Classic Vehicle Scheme registrations and available to be purchased
for a one-off fee of $55 for existing vehicles in the scheme at the time of registration renewal.

About the new plates, Terry Thompson OAM President of the Council of Motor Clubs said, "The new
plates are a demonstration of the collaborative relationship between industry and Transport for NSW.”
“They represent a customer centric solution to our needs and help to differentiate classic vehicles from
other conditionally registered vehicles,” said Terry.
